PSY 450. CROSS-CULTURAL PSYCHOLOGY. Beginning with an examination of theoretical definitions of culture, the course covers a broad range of theories and research findings regarding cultural influences on human behavior and cognitive processes. Prerequisite: PSY 201. (3)

MAJOR STUDENT ACTIVITIES & ASSESSMENTS
1. Students will be assigned critical thinking exercises from each chapter.  These will be worth 24% of your course grade.  The critical thinking activities are found within the textbook chapters, so it is essential that you purchase a textbook for this course.
2. In-class activities will also be assigned.  These will be worth 11% of your course grade.
3. There will be four non-cumulative examinations given in this course (each covering 3 chapters of material).  All exams will be multiple choice/short answer.  Exams will be worth 55% of your final grade.  For each exam you will need a scantron – Form 100AS.
4. The final component of the course grade is a cross-cultural research report.  This will be an approximately 5-7 page paper that will be due near the end of the term.  More information will be given about this paper later in the course.  It is worth 10% of your final grade.
